+ |UPUI's 8-3 start was the program's best since 2009-10 - that team finished 25-11 overall. The five November wins
matched the program's highest total since 2009 as well. IUPUI's eight non-conference wins are also the program's most
since winning nine in 2009-10.

+ Junior Camron Justice ranks 29th nationally in scoring (21.1 ppg) and 19th in total points scored (253). Justice has
scored 20-or-more in eight of the Jaguars' last 11 games. Justice ranks 22nd nationally in free throws made (61), 30th in
free throw shooting (89.7%) and 84th in threes made (2.8/game).

+ IUPUI completed the recent five-game homestand with a 4-1 mark with wins over Bradley, Western Illinois, IU Kokomo
and IU Northwest. The lone loss was a slugfest with in-state foe Ball State.

+ |UPUl received a vote in the Mid-Major Top 25 each of the past two weeks - a first for [IUPUI since Gardner took over.

+ [UPUl returns just five letterwinners from a season ago and three starters in Evan Hall, D.J. McCall and Nick Rog-
ers. Hall is the team's top returning scorer (7.7 ppg) and rebounder (6.1 rpg) while sophomore guard Jaylen Minnett is
nextin line at 7.1 ppg. The Jaguars' top three scorers from last season all departed as Aaron Brennan (12.4 ppg, 4.5 rpg)
and Ron Patterson (10.3 ppg) graduated and rising senior guard T.J. Henderson (10.8 ppg) opted to transfer to NAIA
Marian University.

+ Head coach Jason Gardner enters his fifth season on the Jaguars' sidelines, boasting a 56-81 career record. He's
30-36 (.455) in league games in his four seasons and guided the Jags to The Summit League Tournament Semifinals in
his third season in 2016-17.

+ |UPUlis seven years removed from a winning season as current Georgia State head coach Ron Hunter guided the
Jaguars to a 19-14 mark in the 2010-11 campaign. Hunter was named to the IUPUI Hall of Fame this season.

+ Four of IUPUI's newcomers this season sat out last season as part of the program and will be eligible this season.
Junior guard Camron Justice leads that group, having transferred to [UPUI after two years at Vanderbilt. Senior center
Ahmed Ismail has one season of eligibility remaining after coming to IUPUI from Manhattan and junior guard Grant
Weatherford is cleared for takeoff after sitting out last season after transferring from Midland (Texas) College. The
fourth is Trevor Johnson, who joined the program midyear last year from the junior college ranks. The Arizona-native is
immediately eligible this season.

JAGS HIT THE SKIDS IN FORT WAYNE

|UPUI's second three-game winning streak of the season came to a halt to the hands
of Purdue Fort Wayne on Tuesday night (Dec. 18), 87-77. Camron Justice led three Jag-
uars in double-digits with 25 points and junior Grant Weatherford added a career-high
20 points and six boards, but it wasn't enough to offset the 30 points from PFW's John
Konchar and 20 from Kason Harrell.

|UPUI jumped out to a 16-6 lead in the game's opening stages, but went silent of-
fensively from there, allowing Purdue Fort Wayne to rip off a 20-4 run at one point to
turn the tables. IUPUI shot just 39 percent for the game while the hosts knocked in 55
percent overall and 88 percent at the foul line. [IUPUI made just 18-0f-45 (40 percent)
attempts inside the arc, while allowing the Mastodons to shoot 21-0f-28 (75 percent)
from two-point range.

The Jaguars' 87 points allowed were the most by an opponent this season.

Here are some other notes from Tuesday night's loss:

-Justice led the Jaguars in scoring for the tenth time in 12 games on the season and
has scored 20-or-more in three straight and eight of 12 games. Justice was held to a
season-low one free throw attempt.

-Weatherford pumped in an efficient 20 (6-10 FG, 1-2 3's, 7-7 FT) to go along with six
boards, three assists and two steals.

-Sophomore Jaylen Minnett came off the Jaguars' bench to score 13 points, albeit on
just 4-of-14 shooting. The Terre Haute-native attempted a career-high five free throws,
making three.

-Freshman Jack Hansen played his most productive minutes of late, contributing
eight points and three boards in just 16 minutes.

-The Jaguars' frontcourt group of Evan Hall, Elyjah Goss and Ahmed Ismail came in
averaging 25.4 points and 17.2 rebounds per game, but was limited to a combined five
points on 2-o0f-13 shooting on Tuesday night.

A HOMECOMING, OF SORTS

Tonight's game is a bit of a homecoming for both Evan Hall and Camron Justice as
the duo grew up roughly 100 miles south of Morehead in Hindman, Ky. (population
712). The duo is expecting anywhere from 50 to 100 fans, friends and family members
to make the trek to tonight's game - roughly a 2-hour drive north.

AGAINST THE EAGLES

IUPUlimproved to 3-0 over Morehead State last season, defeating the Eagles 67-61
in Indianapolis to kickoff the home-and-home series. Notable stat lines from IUPUI
returners in that game included:

|UPUI built a 13-2 lead in that game and never trailed in the wire-to-wire win over the
Eagles.

FREE MONEY

|UPUI enters play ranked 17th in the country in free throws made (203) and 22nd in
free throw attempts (285). Junior Camron Justice is 22nd in free throws made (61) and
30th in free throw percentage (89.7%).

Justice has done unprecedented damage at the free throw line already this season,
boasting a pair of games with double-digit makes and no misses. He went 13-for-13 at
Boston College, tying for the fourth most makes in a game in program history without a
miss. He upped the ante against Bradley, hitting 15 without a miss, giving him the third
highest total in school history without a miss (tops in the D1 era).

HE GO, WE GO - JUSTICE NOTES

-In this instance, he being Camron Justice. IUPUl is 6-2 this season when Justice
scores 20-or-better and Justice is averaging 22.1 points per game in the Jaguars' eight
victories. In the three losses, Justice is averaging 19 points per game.

-Justice was recently the first [UPUI player to score 20-or-more in three straight
games since Darell Combs did it three times from Feb. 20-27, 2016. Should Justice hit
for 20-or-more tonight, he'll be the first Jag to do it in four straight games since Jan.
14-28, 2012 when Alex Young went for 27-27-26-22 in a four-game span.

-The Kentucky-native has led IUPUI in scoring in nine of 11 games after being held to
just nine points in the season opener. In that game, he had just nine points before he
was ejected midway through the first half for tripping an opponent, which was called a
flagrant 1 foul.

GRANT PAYING DIVIDENDS

Junior Grant Weatherford has been coming on strong of late, specifically finding his
scoring touch the past two games. After scoring double-digits just once in the season's
first 10 games, Weatherford has hit for double-digits in each of the past two games,
averging 16.5 points and hitting 14-0f-15 (93.3%) free throw attempts during that span.

His distribution has been incredible as he has 18 assists in the Jaguars' past four
games against just one turnover.

Weatherford has been efficient offensively all season long and is shooting 58 percent
from the floor and 79.5 percent from the foul line so far this season.

CALL ME ISMAIL

After a slow start to his [IUPUI career, senior center Ahmed Ismail is now making his
presence felt off the Jaguars' bench. Ismail scored just 10 points total in his first five
IUPUI games, but is since averaging 10.9 points and 6.0 rebounds in the past seven
games while shooting 26-0f-40 (65%) from the floor.

BEST START SINCE...

The Jags' 8-3 start was the program's best start in head coach Jason Gardner's five
seasons and best start since the 2009-10 season. That squad finished 25-11 overall
and earned a spot in the CBI that season. This marks the first time Gardner has had
IUPUI above .500 beyond the fourth game of any of his five seasons.

ROLLING ON DUBS

IUPUI has points-rebounds double-doubles from three different players this season
as Elyjah Goss, Evan Hall and Ahmed Ismail have all pulled the trick. For perspective,
IUPUl is the only team in the Horizon League to have three different players with points-
rebounds double-doubles this season and IUPUI hasn't had three different players get
double-doubles in a season since 2013-14 when four different players registered at least
one (Marcellus Barksdale, Donovan Gibbs, Khufu Najee & Mitch Patton).

BLOW OUT THE CANDLES

Head coach Jason Gardner celebrated his 38th birthday in style, collecting his 50th
career head coaching win at Boston College on November 14. The win was the Jaguars'
first over an ACC opponent since 2001 and first over a Power 5 school since winning at
Seton Hall in 2009.

Gardner is third on the program's all-time wins list at 55, but is a far cry from the top
two in program history. Current Georgia State head coach Ron Hunter (275) and IUPUI
Hall of Famer Bob Lovell (195) own the top two spots in program history.

SHARING THE WEALTH

IUPUI has had nine different players have hit for 10-or-more points at least once
this season. Nick Rogers became the most recent player to tally double-digits, joining
a group that includes Elyjah Goss, Evan Hall, Jack Hansen, Ahmed Ismail, Camron
Justice, D.J. McCall, Jaylen Minnett and Grant Weatherford.

700 DAYS

IUPUI junior guard Camron Justice was 700 days removed from his last competitive
basketball game when the Jags took the floor against Xavier. Justice played just more
than a season at Vanderbilt before joining the [UPUI program prior to last fall and sitting
the full season as a transfer. Prior to Xavier, Justice last played in a game on Dec. 6,
2016 when the Commodores defeated High Point.

Justice and Evan Hall were high school teammates at Knott County Central (Ky.) High
School, helping the Patriots to four straight state tournament appearances. Justice
finished his high school career with 3,588 points and 393 treys before being named the
2015 Kentucky Mr. Basketball.

HOT BENCH

A staple under head coach Jason Gardner has been his teams' bench scoring as the
IUPUI leader likes to play 9-10 players and use his bench frequently. Gardner's teams
have matched or outscored the opposition's bench in 102 of 137 games (74.5 percent),
including 11 of 12 games this season. All total, the [UPUI bench is averaging 29 points
per game this season and outscoring opponents' benches by nearly 12 points per
game. The Jags' bench scored a season-high 66 points in the win over IU Northwest.

A LOOK BACK

Last year's IUPUI team ranked among the nation's best in steals (6.8 spg) and turn-
overs forced (14.7 to/game). IUPUI ranked 53rd nationally in turnovers forced per game
and were among the nation's best in steals percentage.

In addition, last year's squad was among the best in the country in hitting the offen-
sive glass, grabbing 11.5 offensive caroms per game. Evan Hall ranked 102nd individu-
ally in offensive rebounding, grabbing 2.6 offerensive boards per contest as a junior.

POWER PLAYERS

Three members of the IUPUI roster have spent time at Power 5 universities prior
to joining the IUPUI program. Camron Justice played two seasons at Vanderbilt prior
to joining the Jaguars last season to sit out his year in residency. Grant Weatherford
redshirted the 2015-16 as a true freshman at Purdue University before later attending
Midland (Texas) College before coming to IUPUI. Sophomore Jakoby Kemp redshirted
the 2016-17 season at Mizzou for Kim Anderson before transferring to Salt Lake Com-
munity College last season and joining the Jaguars this offseason.

BRAND NEW BENCH

With the abrupt departure of longtime Associate Head Coach Matt Crenshaw to
Ball State in October, the Jaguars have nearly an entirely new bench this season. Matt
Bringman enters his second season on the IUPUI sidelines while Matt Dunn joined the
program from Northern Arizona in August. Former Anderson University player Isaac
Loechle (pronounced LOCK-lee) joined the IUPUI program as Director of Operations
in July after Senior Advisor Andy Fagan opted to leave the coaching ranks immediately
after last season. Most recently, Byron Rimm II, who spent 10 years as head coach at
Prairie View A&M, joined the staff as associate head coach.

NEW LOOK

Not only does IUPUI have a new look on the bench this season, the Jaguars also have
a new apparel provider this season, having switched from Nike to adidas this summer.
IUPUI will have three different uniform combinations - red on white at home, white on
red on the road and an alternate red on black for road games as well.

HOMESTANDS

IUPUI's schedule this year boasts a pair of five-game homestands - one in non-
conference play and the other in Horizon League play. The five-game non-conference
homestand will run from Nov. 28-Dec. 15 as the Jags take on Bradley, Ball State, U
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NEWS, NOTES & STORYLINES (coNT.)

Kokomo, IU Northwest and Western lllinois in succession.
During league play, IUPUI will play five straight home games from Jan. 24-Feb. 9, welcoming the
group of Oakland, Detroit Mercy, Northern Kentucky, Wright State and UIC during that span.

LOOKING AHEAD

As he likes to do, Gardner has two Division | transfers waiting in the wings for next season in
juniors Jamil Jackson (Southern Utah) and Marcus Burk (Campbell). Jackson, a native of Minne-
apolis, was limited to five games last season at Southern Utah, totaling 14 points and two boards.
The year prior, he was an NJCAA honorable mention All-American at Williston State where he
averaged 16.3 points and 6.4 rebounds per game.

Burk, an Indianapolis-native and graduate of Franklin Central, comes home after two success-
ful seasons at Campbell University. The 6-foot-3 sharpshooter averaged 14.8 points per game last
season while hitting 91-0f-226 (40.3 percent) from three-point range. In two years at Campbell,
Burk averaged 11.2 points per game and hit 1568 treys at a 40.2 percent clip. As a senior at Franklin
Central, he averaged 25.3 points, 5.7 rebounds and 2.7 assists per game.

Both will have two years of eligibility remaining, beginning next season.

NEW TOURNEY FORMAT

The Horizon League Tournament will take on a new format this season as only the top eight
teams will make the postseason instead of the 10-team all comers event.

The quarterfinals round will be played on Mar. 5-6 on campus sites with the top four seeds
getting to host games. From there, the semifinals and championship game will be played at Little
Caesars Arena in Detroit, Mich., on Mar. 11-12.

PRODUCING PROS

This past offseason, Gardner saw three of his former players ink their first professional
contracts at Aaron Brennan inked a deal with the Walter Tigers in Germany and Kellon Thomas
followed suit, signing with the EVL Baskets Limburg in Germany. Maurice Kirby inked a deal with
Club Sayago in Uruguay.

IUPUI has eight individuals playing professionally at this point, keyed by George Hill, who enters
his 11th season in the NBA and second season with the Cleveland Cavaliers. He's started all six
games to start this season and is averaging 12.3 points and 2.3 assists per game.

In addition, Darell Combs, Robert Glenn and Alex Young are all thriving overseas.

27 TIMES

IUPUlis expected to make 27 appearances on the ESPN family of networks, including a nation-
ally televised game with UIC on ESPNU on Jan. 4. The Jags are scheduled for 16 games on the
newly launched ESPN+ platform and 10 others on ESPN3.

Greg Rakestraw (pxp) and IUPUI Hall of Famer Bob Lovell (analyst) will return as the Jaguars'
broadcast crew for every home game this season.

AT THE HORN

Winning games at the horn has been a staple of head coach Jason Gardner's squads. Since
Gardner took over, IUPUI has won five games in the closing seconds, including three as time
expired:

ATHLETIC PROWESS

|UPUI was a primary beneficiary of the 1987 Pan-American Games in India-
napolis and continues to boast some world renowned facilities.

The IU Natatorium is located on the IUPUI campus and is among the best swim-
ming & diving facilities in the world. It has hosted the U.S. Olympic Team Trials four
different times and and 12 NCAA National Championship meets. In addition, the
2017 World Juniors were held at [UPUI and 16 world records have been set in the
Natatorium water.

Adjacent west is the Michael A. Carroll Track & Soccer Stadium which has
hosted several USA Outdoor Track & Field Championships and NCAA Champion-
ships, along with the 1988 US Olympic Trials. Florence Griffith-Joyner set the 100m
world record of 10.49 on the track.

In basketball circles, [UPUI is best known as the long-time host of the Nike
All-American Camp, which was held on campus for two decades.

IUPUI's best known basketball alum is current NBAer George Hill, who is in his
11th year in the league this season. Hill was originally drafted by the San Antonio
Spurs (1strd., 26th overall) in 2008.

He's played for the Spurs (2008-11), Indiana Pacers (2011-16), Utah Jazz (2016-
17), Sacramento Kings (2017-18), Cleveland Cavaliers (2018) and Milwaukee
Bucks (2018-pres.). He's played in nearly 700 regular season games, making well
over 400 career starts and averaging 11.6 points per game in his NBA career.

Entering this season, he's played in 102 career playoff games, starting 90 times
and averaging 12.4 points per game.

Longtime IUPUI head coach Ron Hunter was announced as part of the Jaguars' Hall of Fame Class of 2019 on Thursday, Nov. 29 and will of-
ficially be inducted in February. He is joined in this year's class by Elizabeth (Bourgeois) Schaller (swimming) and Kristi (O'Brien) Moster (golf).

Hunter guided the IUPUI basketball program from 1994-2011 and is the program's all-time leader in wins (275), winning percentage (.557),
games coached (494), winning seasons (11) and 20-win seasons (4). He guided IUPUI to its only ever NCAA Division | NCAA Tournament ap-
pearance in 2003. Led by future NBAer George Hill, his 2007-08 team won a school record 26 games and two years later, his team went 25-11
and collected the program's first-ever Division | postseason win. He was a two-time league Coach of the Year and clearly elevated the program

He earned national acclaim for his work with Samaritan's Feet as the first in the country to coach a game in his bare feet in January 2008 to
raise awareness for those in need. He later personally delivered shoes to individuals in Peru and Costa Rica. He collected numerous honors for
his philanthropic work including being named a 2008 ABC News Person of the Year, the 2010 Indiana Pathfinder Award recipient and an NABC

Jason Gardner was named the
eighth head coach in lUPUI men's
basketball program’s history on
April 2, 2014. Gardner, the 1999
winner of the Indiana Mr. Basketball
Award, spent a year on the
University of Memphis bench and
two seasons at Loyola prior to that.

In his first season on the
Jaguars'bench, he guided IUPUI
to 10 wins, more than tripling the
program's Division | win total from a
year prior. His hiring paid immediate
dividends on the recruiting trail, as
he immediately inked five Division |
transfers, four of whom were former
in-state standouts. His success
on the recruiting circuit continued
leading into the 2015-16 campaign
as he landed former Indiana All-Star
Ron Patterson from Syracuse, along
with former Kentucky All-Star Evan Hall and talented Indianapolis guard T.J.
Henderson.

Gardner's
coaching career began in 2010 when he served as an assistant at nearby
Cathedral High School.

Gardner's racked up numerous accolades during his prestigious high school, college and professional playing careers. He was a 1999 McDonald's and
Parade All-American while at North Central High School, finishing his prep career with a school record 1,669 points. He was a two-time Gatorade Circle of
Champions Indiana Player of the Year and was named the 1998-99 Indianapolis County Player of the Year by The Indianapolis Star and Indianapolis News.
His senior season, he helped NCHS to the IHSAA 4A state championship and Tournament of Champions title while averaging 22.6 points, 4.7 rebounds, 4.0
assists and 3.0 steals per game.

The 5-foot-10 point guard was recruited to the University of Arizona by legendary Head Coach Lute Olsen, where he was a four-year All-American for
the Wildcats. He was the 2002-03 Naismith National Player of the Year and Lowe's Senior CLASS award recipient. He was the 2000 consensus National
Freshman of the Year and closed his career as one of four players in Pac-12 history with 1,500 points, 500 assists and 200 steals for a career. He helped lead
Arizona to two Pac-12 regular season titles (2000, 2003) and four consecutive NCAA Tournament berths. The Wildcats made three Sweet Sixteens (2001,
2002, 2003), two Elite Eights (2001, 2003) and were the NCAA national runner-up in 2001. All total, Arizona won 107 games during Gardner's four seasons
and he still holds school records for games started (135) and minutes played (4,825), while ranking third in school history with 1,984 career points. He also
finished second in threes made (318) and fourth in assists (622). He earned his degree from the university in 2011 in disciplinary studies.

Gardner later played professionally overseas for more than eight years, primarily in Germany. In 2009, he was named MVP of German Basketball
Bundesliga after helping Oldenburg to the league crown, averaging 13.7 points, 4.0 assists and 3.0 boards per game. He was a two-time Basketball
Bundesliga All-Star, including starting the 2007 game.

Gardner is married to the former Jacquelyn Maxberry and the couple has four children, Jasper, Jason Jr., Jacob and Jackson.
